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This is important because users who have not checked this box will frequently receive an “integer overflow” error
message when trying to process their queries, which then don’t complete. Some users have also received a message
displaying the text “The query is currently processing” after clicking on the Process button when the query is not
actually processing.

However, there is a downside to disabling asynchronous processing. When asynchronous processing is disabled, a
user can only cancel your query by completely shutting down Brio through the task manager (ctr/alt/del). For this
reason (and for so many others) it is always important to save your queries before processing.
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
